Richard Rodgers (1802 - 1979) and Oscar Hammerstein 1l (1895- 1950)
already had an ouistanding list of credits to their names before their
partnership was formed in 1943. Throughout the 20's & 30's Hammerstein’s
work in the field of opereita had been as innovative as Rodgers
accomplishments in musical comedy. “Oklahomal” was the start of their
collaboration . It was the first of a new genre of musical play, a unigue fusion
of operetia and musical comedy and a milestone in the deveiopment of the]
American musical, which, incidentally, won them a Pulitzer Prize. Musicals
wouid no longer be just flimsy melodramas with songs tacked on but seamiess|
and powerful dramatic works. This was the start of the most successiul
partnership in Broadway musical history and a spectacular series of musicals
followed, - “Carocusel”, “South Pacific”, “The King and I, and “The Sound of]
Music” to name a few, bringing numerous awards including 34 Tony Awards,
15 Academy Awards, and 2 Pulitzer Prizes. Rodgers music and
Hammerstein’s words produced work of such importance that in 1998 thay
were cited by Time Magazine and C.B.S. News as among the top 20 most
influential artists of the 20th century.
